Fields of Application Advantages

Application

Before applying Hardener CB 753 Quartz, any water that may have 
formed on the freshly poured concrete should be removed. Apply 
Hardener CB 753 Quartz in two stages: 60% in the first application and 
40% in the second application. The consumption rate for this 
application is 3-5 kg/m2. Ensure surface smoothness during the 
broadcast process. A�er moistening with water, it is recommended to 
use a low-speed power trowel to achieve a good finish. Do not add 
water to the material a�er application. Curing with Merks Resin/W RB 
915 is preferred a�er application.

Preparation of Substrate

The concrete surface to be coated with Hardener CB 753 Quartz must 
have a minimum cement dosage of 300 kg/m3. The thickness of the 
concrete where Hardener CB 753 Quartz will be applied should be at 
least 7 cm. The quality of the concrete on the floor should remain 
consistent.
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For an average thickness of 2 mm, the consumption rate is 3 kg/m2. 
Usage exceeding 6 kg/m2 should be preferred for surfaces expected to 
endure severe abrasion and where high performance is required. 
Such applications are e�ective only with concrete that has enhanced 
workability through special additives, a low water/cement ratio, and 
higher strength grades. High consumption rates on lower-grade 
concrete will not achieve the desired results.

Points to Consider

• In outdoor applications, the application area should be 
protected from wind, rain, and frost. Otherwise, skinning and 
cracking may occur on the surface during finishing.

• It is not recommended for use on more adhesive and less 
workable concrete.

• To prevent color variations, ensure that the water and cement 
content of the concrete used throughout the area is consistent.

• Maintain cleanliness and protect from dust to avoid color 
di�erences.

• In conditions of low relative humidity, blooming may occur on 
the surface a�er application. High relative humidity may lead to 
extended finishing times due to slower curing.

• Curing is not recommended in cold weather.
